Is Zoom secured?

Since v5.0, Zoom has fixed its known security issues, and we are following
the security’s best practices:

Filtering people through the waiting room.

Password is required to access the meeting.

Meeting is locked when all attendees have joined.

Data routing through North American data centres only.
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Second screen

Having a second screen is required (you'll be coding along with the
instructor).

e Option #1: Connect an external monitor to your computer/laptop so
you can code on your main screen and watch the course on the 2nd
screen (Best, as you can copy/paste shared code from Zoom).

e Option #2: Use a 2nd computer or tablet (iPad, Android) to watch the
course.
